The Jean Delay Prize is the most important award of the WPA: it bears the name of Jean Delay, the President of the first World Congress of Psychiatry (Paris, 1950) and the first President of our Association. Jean Delay is one of the most important psychiatrists of the 20th century, as he introduced chlorpromazine in the treatment of psychotic disorders and described for the first time the antidepressant effect of isoniazid, both in 1952. In fact, he was both a great scientist and humanist. His eminent disciples include Pierre Pichot, Pierre Denicker, and Raymond Sadoun.



The Jean Delay Prize will be awarded by an international jury to an individual who has made a major contribution in the biological, psychological or social aspects of Psychiatry or has built useful bridges between them.

The prize consists of a diploma. The awardee is expected to deliver a plenary lecture at the World Congress of Psychiatry.

Please note that applicants must be nominated and cannot self-nominate.
Members of the Executive Committee, Members of Council and the Jury of the Jean Delay Prize are not eligible for the Prize.
